Mo so with band saw box ard? You
can create beautiful band saw boxes
with 2 minimum of tools for a maxi-
mum of pleasure. Betrer yet, its casy
to get a good start. Following s a list
of required rools and accessornies.
Optional wols and accessories are
listed also, because, while nos ah-
solutely necessary, they will help o get
the job done more quickly and easily.
Both lists offer suggestions on types,
sizes and brands. The appendix pro-
vides contact information for mal-
onder dissnburors that carry many of
the products mentioned here, some of
which are available nowhere else. OFf
course, you will familiarize yourself
with the instruction manual before
operating any toal,

A 14" (35.6cm) theoar and 6
(15.2cm) dearance are required to
ke all of the patterns in this book
(Photo 1-1). You can get by with a
10" {25.4cm) throat on all bue three
of the designs, bur I wouldn’ recom-
mend anything smaller. Make sure the
rable is square 1o the blade.

Band Saw Blades

The really nice ching about these de-
signs is that you avoid the hassle of
changing blades on your band saw. A
H:" blade with 10 TPl (teeth per inch)
s all your'll need. I've rried many
brands, szes and fypes for these pertic-
ular boxes, bur 've always come hack
to the 5", Its the only one T use for
these baxes now, When correetly en-
sioned, it will rip thick stock smoothly
as well as cut sharp curves, A X" blade
curs oo roughly, and a %7 blade cant
handle thick wood. Keep a spare blade
handy for those unexpecred (and un-
nerving) breakages, See Woodcrah
Bands, Inc. in appendix.

Belt Sander

Any 6"x48" sander with a riling belt
and workrable is fine. With the same
fearures, a 4°x36" sander is OK too, as
bong as its bolted down tightly ro the
bench top. If the guard covers the wp

eylinder, tile the belt to its vertical po-
sition, with the mable ar 902 o the helr,
and remeve the guard (Photo 1-2).

Sanding Belts, Abrasive Belt
Cleaner

Either a 60- or 80-grit belt will do for
coarse sanding: 120- and 180-grits are
needed for medium and fine sanding,

Purchase an abrasive belt cleaner, oth-
erwise known as “rabber stick,” if vou
don't already have one. You'll need vo
eouch i .ilﬁ-l.i“!lit the r|:|n|:|.i|1i; bels or
drum to unclog it once in a while.

Drill Press, Dirill Bits, Countersink

Portable Dirill

Any portable drill will do, but an
angle drill is the easiest vo hamdle for
the work you'll be doing here, An elec-
tric drill will serve you better than a
cordbess one (Phow 1-3),

Sanding Drums and Sleeves
Coarse, medium and fine sleeves for
vour 17, %" and ¥" drums are all vou'll
need for most designs.

Clamps

Hand screws are yvour most esseniial
clamps. You'll need ar bease two 107
clamps; four are berter. A few 6" C-
clamps, bar clamps or shon pipe
clamps, and Quick-Grip-style damps
are 3 great help as well (Phoro 1-4).

Palm Sander

For the type of sanding that a band
saw boa needs, nothing comes close 1o
the comfort and weight of the Porter-
Cable 330, The cushy pad does an ex-
cellent job with rounding curves and
edges. IF vou do a lot of curved work,
or if you plan on making several of the

180 and 600, I've cried just abour
every type of sandpaper out there, Far
the best durability, Pve stuck with the
following ones: BO-gric white silicon
carbide; 120-grir aluminum oxide
with zinc stearare coating: 130- and
180-grir silicon carbide, They are well
worth the little extra money vou pay
for them. Use 600-grit wet or dry
black silicon carbide for wer sanding
the oil finish (Thota 1-6).

For the amount of laminaring |
do, I couldn' do without it. T use B0-
grit paper maost of the time, bur 120
will provide a really fine laminaring
surface.

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Chapter 2

Wood Preparation

Yuu have your tools, now you mist
choose vour wood. You may think
assembling a mere block of wood
needs licdde planning, but you'll see
whar some forethoughr and care can
do to strengthen and beaurify your
box.

WOOD SELECTION

Nobody but a woodworker knows
thar selecting stock can be as personal
as choosing a wardrobe. As with your
clothes, you have your own taste in
n;_'l_ﬂl_l-r ._1r|.|_| I::I.i-u;lne;rll. ."'u'l-:llhl.': comsider-
rion is this: Wood is a precious gift
fromm the earth, so try to wtilize the en
tire board and creare as licde wasie as
possible, Conservation saves you
money in board feer as well.

ional. Why don' we just use solid
stock 4" (10.2¢m) or 57 (12.7em)
thick® Kiln-dried siock offers Yo the
hest stability. This style of woodwork-
ing is smoath, organic and contempo
rary; the cracking and checking
inevitable with solid air-dried blocks is
suited to a more rustic style than this,
plus youd hare ro do all thar work and
have a drawer crack or fall apam next
winter! Whar abour softwoods? The
characteristic blotchines of finish and
sy denting lend softwoods o a more
rustic stvle.

Hardwnods wark hest, bur avoid

When selecring wood, L'.l::p a frew
things in mind. Many people reject a
board because it has sapwood on one
side or on the edges. Thars fine be-
canse it leaves more for me! A Lmi-
nated block with sapwood streaks
running through ir in pamerns makes
a striking band saw box, Also, dont
hesiare o dig 1o the bomom ot the
stack for the most highly figured
stock. Small knows can add interest
vour box whether they're right on the
front or folded into the laminations.
Avoid large or loose knos and cracks
and badly rwisted or cupped boards. A
litdle cupping is to be expected on sap-
wood pieces—just be certain that
planing wan't kave your stock woe
thin. The object is o selecr stock thick
enough that it can be kept at around
A" (2.2cm) when planed. Obviously, if
vou buy stock that's already finished,
" [ 2em) will have ro do.

Try to select boards 3 (152.4cm)
long or mare, as you will be curming
the continuous length for laminating,
Most of the designs in this book re-
quire no less than 33" (134.6em) of
clear stock. Widths of 67 (15.2cm) or
77 {17 8cm) will work fine for most
booes, just be certim there are no
cracks hiding along the edges of nar-
rower boards. A few of the designs use
only 4" -wide by 4'-long (10.2cm x
121.%m) stock, so dont abways over-
look the shorer, narrow boards.

For aesthenic purposes, you will
want to use one length of board.
Why? You'll be laminarting this board
inro the hlock thar will be the founda-
tion of your bow. Striving for continu-
ity of color and boolmarching end
grain and sapwood in your laminaton
will enliven your finished box with vi-
brane patterns and streaks of color, ac-
CENTUALNGE, Its MAny Curves,

[ you choese to have your sawmill
or lumber center surface your stock,
refer to the surfacing section in chap-
ter two. Now that you've chosen your
stock, IS Tme o Start cutting.

ROUGH SIZING

Refer to your partern for the box di-
mensions and stock size, then choose
your wood oo allow a lictle extra width
for ripping off imperfections like splits
or large, loose or cracked knots along

the edges. As mentioned eardier, small
knos are OK and can even add o
your bex's character, The stock lengrh
allows 2" (Scm) or 3" (7.60m) extra
for squaring the end before you cur
and for szw kerfs as you cuc. Don't be

roo stingy with this measurement or
you may be disappointed when your
lzsr cur leaves the board a litte too
shorr, Bemember mo look for dhar ex-
quisite figuring or sapwood streak for
the front af vour box (Phoro 2-2). Irs
helpful t envision the face of the box
ar either end of the board where vou'll
begin the bookmatch, but sometimes
the maost figuring for the box face is
somewhere in the middle. That's O,
o, Wie'll see how we work with the
bou face in the section on lamination.

Prepare vour stock for easier han-
dling during surfacing by mugh-
curring off any extra length with a cir-
cular saw or handsaw; or if the board
has relatively straight edges, you can
use your table saw {Photo 2-3).

"What size boxes can I make?"

If vou want o make an 8" -deep {20.3cm) box, youd berer have a
band saw with 8" (20.3cm) dearance. And unless you plan your de-
segn carefully, vou'll have a ||m|§|'| time curting out a 20"-long
(50.8cm) box on a band saw thar has a 147 (3%.60m) throat. If you
want to make smaller boxes with righter curves than the ones in this
boal, you may have ro go with a &7 blade. You waill probably bave
change to a heavier blade to do the dpping because a ¥ blade will
st lideely bow our as vou rip, leaving you with a curved hack sur-
face that will wobble as vou cur the drowers out. [F you dont want wo
chanpe blades, your block will have 1o be thinner fronr ro back and
narrower top o bomom (or side w side if it's 2 verncal design).

TIP

If you use a thickness sander for surfacing, it is much
easier 1o aur longer boards into sections first, acoord-
ing o the instructions provided. There are several rea-
sons for this, Some workshops may not have room
on either side of the sander to dear a 6 (182.9%cm)
beard. But most imporsantly, longer boards end o
be slighdy bowed or twisted, and by curting the

board into its sections first, you can avoid sanding i
down ton thin m accommodare those owists and
bows, The sections with those lumps and bumps
from twisting can be sanded further, while the flacer
ones can be set aside and retain their thickness (Photo
2-T). Always number the sections on one edge 1o
keep track of your bookmarching partemn.

Mow you'll
begin o get an idea of the pamern of
the grain and sapwood,

Option: If you've selected one of
the middle pieces to be your box
Fromr, you can either take thar secrion
out of your bookmarching and place it
in frant of your bleck or simply exper-
iment with any arrangemen: of the
sections, There is no right or wrong
way. Bookmarching has an aestheric
value o it, but an experiment will
often surprise vou with some near

grain and sapwood pattems,

TIP

Stand your stack of pieces on edge o view all
sidles, then choose a top and bomom, [F neces-
sary, hold the partern up o the frone. Wil you
be curting off any nice grain with the wasie? [s
the bookmatching neater on this edge or thate?
Mark the top and front of your block. T suggest
thar you number the sections on the edges so
they donkt get mixed up during the gluing or
thickness-sanding processes.

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LAMINATING

Crather your block, g]w,: and clamps
on your workbench or table. Protect
vour bench from glue spills witha ¥
(3mm) picce of Masonite or any flar
piece of wood, (] use an old piece of
Formica tabletop 1o protec my work-
tahle from glue spills.}

Begin by spreading glue thoraughly
over the enrire surface of each block
section, Make certain there are no dry
spots. An inexpensive glue roller bortle
is helphul for chis. Make sure the sec-
tons are in order as you sandwich
them rogether (Photwo 2-11). Take care
not to spread glue on the outside front
or ourside back surfaces. The amount
of glug you use is important as well:

THE ART OF SHAPING
WITH A BELT SANDER

knaw ane other woodworker who

“carves” with his belr sander. We
both agree it's an art in itself. Once
vou ory this rechnique, vou'll soon
find yourself experimenting, breaking
free from thar menotonous, roured
edge or thar painfully chiseled curve.
Wich practice, :.n::lu'll learn the versanl-
ity of this tol.

This first secrion shows you how o
freehand cqurves and edges and allevi-
ares any fears you might have abow
removing oo much wood. If vou have
an inflacable drum sander, you may
wish to try it with some of the tech-
niques discussed here. To start, adjuss
the belr sander to the 90 vertical posi-
tion, with the table as close as possible
and ar M0° 1o the bele. Artach a 60- or
80-gric belt, and hook up your dusc
collection.

Theres no firm sequence; the sweps
are fairly interchangeable. Somerimes |

The difference berween
raunding edges with the belt sander
and using a router is thar, with a belr
sander, you will take more wood off
where its thicker and less where its
thinner, rounding more here and less
there. A router makes a uniformly

rounded edge around the entire

exaggerated by a broader curve on the
lett and a sharper curve on dhe right
(Photo 4-7). To do this, you must
begin by standing o the left of the
sander. All in the same motion, rall

the box’s top right side toward you
{and botwom left side away) while
dowly working the whole piece left o
right over the wop cylinder. Repeat the
procedure until vouw'ne sarisfied with
the depth of the cut. You can reverse
this morion while standing ar the
other side of the sander. Shape the
beack edges as well. Don't be afraid wo
dig in, and dont worry abourt geming
these ground edges smoothly rounded
yer—you'll do thar karer with the palm
sander,

“Do I have the right sanding equipment to
handle this shape?”

If you own every type of sanding equipment available, or if vou don't mind hand sanding,
by all means try some more intricate shapes, 1 rardy design something with curves thar
won fita 37 drum or the op cylinder of my belr sander. There will be a few designs
voull come up with thar you like so much they're worth the extra effore. The Lt and
Wind Tree bones are examples of this,

The Drawers
Belt sanding the drawers requires a lis-
tle mare care. The object is o get the
saw lines and bumps our withour re-
maoving too much wood. Remember,
you sill have three grits of belr sand-
ing, in addition o finish sanding, oo
do, Although loose-firring drawers are
inevirable with this stovle of work, large
gaps can detract from the aestherics.
Saw and sanding lines are the mark of
an amateur sander, as | see when look-
ing ar one of my firse band s box
protorypes. The idea is ro sand them
weell, but don't overdo it

Exercise more caution when work-
ing with the drawers. The sander likes
te grab one out of my hands from
time to time, slhimming it from rable
o Hoor. Worse than starrling me, it
dents up my hard work! 5o hold onto
them while you feed them gendy into
the belt, then you can get the feel for

how much pressure you can use.
Smooth our the back first, then do the
sides and frone the same way you did
the box body (Photo 4-8). You may
choose t rout the front edges on the
rourter table once you've finished belr
sanding since, for the drawers, the
rounded-over edges can remain even
all the way around (sec Photw 4-14).
[n some cases, you may choose o
curve cither end of the drawer front o
follow a curve in the box before rout-
i, IF vou don't have a router, you can
simply grind a rough roundover with
the coarse belr and soften it larer, be-
ginning with coarse paper on your
palm sander.

Note: IF vou're working with 2 di-
vided drawer, don't oy to sand the di-
vider an the beld! Belr sanders love oo
crunch these thin edges up. The di-
viders will be sanded later with the
palm sander.

The Drawer Pulls

Your dexeeriry is pur to the test when
you shape the drawer pulls. Touch the
back of the pull o the belt to get it
nice and flat for gluing o the drawer
surface. Sand the concave of the outer
shape {Photo 4-9), then add some
depth by working the frone of the pull
upwards against the belt ro taper the
thin end down to a point. Be sure to
leavee the thick end deep enough w

gn'p ance its on the box (Photo 2-10).

Finally, round the frant edges. These
will be rough oo, bur you'll hand
zand them smooth larer,

With your rough shaping done, it's
rime [0 progress 1o the 120-gric belr
on your belt sander. You'll use a
slightly different technique now. You
can eliminare all those coarse, cross-
grained sanding lines by running your
box and drawers grain upwards
against the pull of the belr (Thoto 4-
11}, Sand the concaves aver the top as
before, and don’t forger the borom,
frone and back. You do not have w do
anything with the shaped edges at this
time, | always repear this procedure
quickly with the 180-grit belt because
in the end, ir saves time with palm
sanding by getting a lot of the decper
120-grit lines out, | also sand dhe pulls
with 180-grit to make the hand sand-

Ing easier.

Third, if vou didnt sand the insides
of the drawer cavities with an oscilla-
ing drum sander before gluing the
back of the box on, yoL will need to
de it now with your drill and sanding
drums (Phoro 4-15). Using the 17
drum with coarse and medium
sleeves, sand the cavities just enowgh
1o get the heavy saw lines our. You
may choose to progress to the fine gric.
The abject here, as with the oscillaring
drum sander, is 1o sand enough so
thar the oil finish wont look dry and
fuzzy on roughly sanded wood, bur
nat so much that you have 2 large gap
when you put the drawers back in.
Use the ¥7 drum o get into the
tighter angles. You won't be able 1o get
all chie way into some of the angles or
all the way to the inside back of the
bene, but those parts are unnoticeable
when the box is finished.

Even
though vou belr sanded with 150,
dont skip over the 120 here; there wall
still be deeper lines that the 180-grit
belt did not remove. [ Find this pare

Continue on o 150-grit, and make
sure to sand out all marks from the
prEvIows Erit.

Ar this time, sand only the drawers
that require drawer pulls with 180-grit
to prepare them for gluing on the
pulls. Since you'll be shaping the fin-
ger slor drawers later {for Caber and
Boa), wair until vou're done carving
the slots wo palm snd them with 180,
To save time, youll palm sand the box
body with 180 after the following
steps, while the pulls are drving on the
drawers.

CARVING AND HAND
SANDING

I'm definitely not an expert with chis-
els, and you don't have o be either.
For the most part, [ leave them ro the
professional wood carvers. Just a few
scrapes with a sharp wood chisel
where a router or sander won't go are
all thar'’s required on these boxes, If
yourre infimidared by chisel carving,
only five of the designs—.Airborne,
Whale Play, Tiwmansi, Wind Tree and
Losns—require ir.

All you need to do is roughly round
over the saw kerfs thar run up from
the bottom entry poine and between
the drawers (Phoro 4-19), Thark ir.
Take a piece of B0-grit sand paper,
slicke it a litele into the kerf, and use it
to round over and smooth any hard
edges. Then do the same with
medium and fine grics (Photo 4-20).

Drawer Pulls

Haml sand the drawer pulls with 120-

grit followed by the 180-grit until
smooth, Pux all the drawers in the box
and lay it on is back, This way, you'll
be able o eye up the positions of the
pulls. (You want to do this on a rub-
ber mar or cloth o spare all vour hard
sanding worle) Diab a small amount
of glue on the back of a pull. Spread
the glue fairly chinly and evenly aver
myost of the surface, barely avoiding

the edges. Using your antists eye, posi-
tion the pull onto the drawer front
(Photo 4-21). Your pattern will guide
vou here. Apply hand pressure to cach
one for a minute or two, and make
sure it doesn't slide around unel the
glue firms up. Let them dry at least an
hour before applying the finish,

A final,
light g«mng—mrﬂ'h}' hand wich 180-gric
on all surfaces will allow you to
simooth any hard edges, find any
missed spors and soften the drawers’
back and side edges and dividers.
Don't forger the drawer cavities—a

few light passes witch 180-gric will help
prevent the oil finish from appearing
fuzzy on the inside.

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OIL AND WET
SANDING

One of the first questions woodwork-
ers ask as they stroke a box thats in
myy display is, "What finish do you
use?” My favorite finish is a brand
called Lives (see the appendix for their
informarion). Once [ began using ir, |
couldnt go back vo any other brand.
This product concains citrus thinner
instead of petroleum-based chinners
and is much more pleasant 1o work

with than commaon ol finishes. The
aroma is of fresh oranges, and the lin-
seed oil and plant resin base doesn't
ger sticky on your hands while vou
work with it, unlike other cil finishes.
lis buildup is ever-so-slight, giving a
soft satin glow o the wood withour
leaving a waxy or coated look. Best of
all, ir’s safe for you and the environ-
rent. Livos products may seem costly
when vou look ar the prices, bur in
fact they're quite sconomical—a litde
goes a very long way, The results are

lovely, and I receive many compli-
ments and inquires zbout the finish 1
use.

Anather eco-friendly finish com-
pany is Eco Diesigm. [ use their Bio-
shield sealer mixed with the citrus
thinner ar a 3:1 ratio for sealing, and
Livis' Meldas hard oil full strength for
the wer-sanding and finishing coars. [
use the Bioshield thinned, bur it's not
necessary to thin it [ do so o srerch
my supply of Bioshield. Meldos can
be used as the sealer coat, oo, should

When working with oil finishes, some woods will finish blotchy due
wo thar particular board's characteristics. A firm buffing with su-
perfine steel wool followed by a lighe paste waxing can remedy chis
occasional problem, However, a buffing wheel with a fine abrasive,
like mripoli or whire dizmond, makes the job much easier. Iralso
eliminates the need for waing, ]F}'u-u do a lot of oil ﬁn]:-'.hing. a buff-
ing sevup may be worth vour investment. Note Do not use white di-
amond on dark woods because ic leaves a visible residue thar seicks in
the wood grain and is just about impossible o remove.
